The ideal candidate will also have effective communication and administrative skills with an ability to motivate
athletes. The preferred candidate will have a post-secondary degree and have attained or be in the process of
qualifying for level 2 NCCP Coaching Certification. The successful candidate must hold a valid driver’s license.
